Auxiliarists may wear authorized emblems, insignia and ribbons.

* Ribbons and medals are always worn in specific order of precedence

* |f two ribbons or medals have the same precedence level, they are
worn in the order in which they were awarded l

* Ribbons and medals may have attachment devices for a variety of
purposes including indication of subsequent awards

Offset” ribbon mounts can be purchased
from 3" parties outside the UDC.
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Wearing Medals and Devices

» Devices are worn on metals, similarly as on ribbons
* Devices are centered horizontally and vertically
» 1/8” stars are used for all miniature medals

» Watch out for breaking pins on the
mounts!

» Be careful of pins that stick through
clutches

* Plastic mount and insignia backers

* Bending metal ribbon frames to fit and
hold on to mounts

* Key tools and attaching devices to
ribbons
