Assistant District Staff Officer Aviation Law Enforcement Support (ADSO-AVLES)

The Coast Guard has many Law Enforcement partners in the D9 AOR.  These partners may be interagency, of other local, state and federal agencies, and international partners who are local, provincial and federal.   The Coast Guard is a member of many Law Enforcement teams and participates in many joint force operations across the AOR.  As such, there are many teams and operation meetings that occur.  The Coast Guard and Air Station Command attempts to attend as many of these meetings as is possible.  On occasion the Air Station Command places it’s trust in the DSO-AV and the DSO-AV’s ADSO to attend these meetings on its behalf and report back to the Air Station Command and others by direction.  There are in excess of 12 LE Teams in the D9ER AOR.  

The ADSO-AVLES will act as a liaison on the behalf of the DSO-AV to the partners, and Law Enforcement Elements of the Coast Guard for which the Coast Guard Sector’s, District and Air Stations support.  

As requested and able, ADSO-AVLES will attend approved LES meetings of these partners and report back on these meetings to the DSO-AV.   The ADSO-AV-LES will not commit or promise any support to these teams at these meetings without prior approval from the DSO-AV or the Air Station’s Command.

The ADSO-AVLES will attend all meetings in appropriate uniform which may consist of Trops, ODU’s, or flight suit.

ADSO-AVLES must have superior judgment in LES matters and use appropriate mannerisms at all times representing the DSO-AV or Air Station Command while attending these LES meetings.

The ADSO-AVLES is appointed by the DSO-AV, and reports directly to the DSO-AV.
