Assistant District Staff Officer Aviation Management (ADSO-AVM)

The District Staff Officer for Aviation (DSO-AV) will appoint an ADSO-AVM in each region. 

The ADSO-AVM will be responsible for managing all aspects of the district Auxiliary aviation administration support.  

The ADSO-AVM will implement the standard program to handle aircrew and aviation facility records management.  The ADSO-AVM will work closely with their district staff officer information services to ensure proper accountability and tracking of aircrew and operational aviation data via AUXDATA and beyond.   

The ADSO-AVM will liaison with the BC-OAM to ensure operational data is mainstreamed into the Coast Guard’s abstract of operations reporting system.  
The ADSO-AVM will work closely with the ADSO-AVT to support the district’s Auxiliary aviation standardization training program.  

The ADSO-AVM will establish a district standard program for acquisition, distribution, tracking, and accountability of all Coast Guard provided aviation equipment (i.e. life rafts, vests, radios etc.) as part of the overall Auxiliary equipment management program.  
The ADSO-AVM will use facility data to track Auxiliary aviation operating expenses within the district and assist the BC-OAM in developing/recommending innovative methods to offset the high operating and maintenance cost of aviation facilities.

The ADSO-AVM will be a direct report to the DSO-AV
