(1) Replace strobe light if it fails to emit 50-70 flashes per minute, (Refer to Table 1).

Inspect condition of installed hook fastener tape.

85690.

(2) Follow the angle of the factory edge when sharpening.

(1) Sharpen both sides of the blade using a knife sharpener.
